Demonstrations scheduled in Landstuhl, Ramstein, Heidelberg, Stuttgart and Brussels
HEIDELBERG, GE – Saturday, March 20, 2004, is the day of worldwide protest sponsored by ANSWER, an international collective group of anti-military, pro-Palestinian, Marxist and left-wing political organizations. The demonstrations are planned to coincide with the anniversary of the beginning of the war in Iraq. Accordingly, demonstrations are scheduled at the following locations on Saturday, March 20, 2004:  

· Landstuhl train station is the starting point for the march that will end at the West gate of Ramstein. The event is planned to start at noon and end at 4:30 p.m. Up to 5,000 participants are expected.    

· Main gate of Campbell Barracks in Heidelberg. The protest is planned to start at 11:30 a.m. and it is unknown at this time what time it will conclude. Approximately 80-150 people are expected to attend.    

· Kronprinzstrasse (downtown), Stuttgart, Germany. The demonstration is planned from 2-5:30 p.m.  Approximately 500-1,000 participants are expected.  
· Brussels (train station), Belgium.  The event is planned for 2 p.m.  Approximately 2,000-5,000 demonstrators are expected to participate.  

No violence is planned or expected; however, violence cannot be ruled out.  Host Nation Law Enforcement will be present at all of the planned demonstrations. No disruptions to military operations are expected.

USAREUR personnel are advised to avoid these and all other demonstrations and, should they inadvertently enter a demonstration site, to depart as discretely and quickly as possible.
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
