Memorial Service for 1st PERSCOM Employee scheduled for March 17

Heidelberg, GE – A memorial service for Mr. Juan Espino, a 1st Personnel Command employee, will be held at the Patrick Henry Village Chapel in Heidelberg on March 17,

at 3 p.m.

Espino, 58, passed away March 3, 2004, in the Vincentius Hospital in Heidelberg, Germany.   

A native of New York City, N.Y., Espino entered the U.S. Army in May of 1966 and served in Vietnam from 1967 to 1968. He also served in Presidio, Calif.; Fort Jackson, S.C.; Washington, D.C.; and Fort Benjamin Harrison, Ind.; and both in the Stuttgart and Heidelberg communities in Germany during his 24-year military and nearly 14-year Department of the Army civilian career.

Espino was most known in the community when he was the supervisor of the Heidelberg area post offices. He was a military retiree, and most currently a Department of the Army civilian working for 1st Personnel Command, Schwetzingen, Germany, at the Postal Operations Directorate as a postal instructor. 

Espino will be buried with full honors at the Arlington National Cemetery, Va., later this month. 

He is survived by his wife Helga Espino and his sister, Ms. Mary Vasquez, a native of Sarasota, Fl.  Espino and his wife are longtime residents of Sandhausen, Germany.
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
