Heidelberg, GE – The colors of the new Headquarters, U.S. Army Installation Management Agency, Europe Region were unfurled in an activation ceremony at 2 p.m. today at the Patrick Henry Village Pavilion in Heidelberg.  

Maj. Gen. Larry J. Lust, Assistant Chief of Staff for Installation Management for the Department of the Army, hosted the event attended by some 100 U.S. and German guests.  

The event marked the official beginning of the organization that assumed responsibility for all base support operations for U.S. Army soldiers, civilians and family members in Europe as of October 1, 2002. 

The Europe Region is one of seven created as part of an Army-wide initiative to focus management of Army installations around the world under one organization.  Like its counterparts in other locations, Headquarters IMA, Europe Region will be responsible for all facets of support for Army families from drivers licenses to child care to force protection.
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
