Heidelberg, GE – U.S. personnel are advised to be aware that demonstrations will be conducted in Heidelberg, Frankfurt and other German cities this Saturday, Oct. 26, 2002.  

Demonstrations in protest of a possible war against Iraq are expected to take place in various cities in the U.S. and Germany. 

In Heidelberg, the Heidelberg Forum Against Militarism and War will hold a demonstration from noon to 4 p.m.  Up to 300 demonstrators are expected to gather at Bismarckplatz in downtown Heidelberg for opening remarks before marching to the U.S. Army Headquarters at Campbell Barracks via Rohrbacherstrasse, Franz-Knauff-Strasse and Romerstrasse.  Following public announcements there, the protest is expected to end at approximately 3:30 p.m.  Campbell Barracks Front Gate will be closed to all traffic from noon until 4 p.m.  

In Frankfurt, the Frankfurt Alliance Against the War plans a demonstration to start at 1 p.m. at Bockenheimer Warte with a march to the Hauptwache.  The route is yet to be determined, but may run close to the U.S. Consulate on Siesmayerstrasse.   As many as 1,000 people may participate.

Other German cities expecting demonstrations this Saturday include Berlin, Stuttgart, Duesseldorf, Freiburg, Hamburg, Koeln, Nottuln, Recklinghausen, Trier and Spangdahlem.  While these protests are not anticipated to be violent, U.S. personnel are advised as always to remain aware of their surroundings and avoid such events to keep from inadvertently becoming involved.
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
