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With approximately 15 military, 200 U.S. civilian and 130 local national employees, the new Headquarters, U.S. Army Installation Management Agency, Europe Region is one of seven created as part of an Army-wide initiative to focus management of Army installations around the world under one organization.  Like its counterparts in other locations, Headquarters IMA, Europe Region will be responsible for all facets of support for Army families from drivers licenses to child care to force protection.

HQs IMA, Europe Region is also the landlord for all U.S. Army facilities in Europe, encompassing some 239 installations on more than 150,000 acres of land.  The region is responsible for 22,000 buildings and structures with more than 150 million square footage.

As part of the management of property, HQ IMA, Europe Region continues the Army’s strong commitment to environmental protection with over 100 environmental engineers and specialists on staff throughout Europe and a budget of more than $50 million annually for compliance, pollution prevention, conservation and remediation programs and projects.

The command is composed of 7 Area Support Groups that oversee the operations of 15 Base Support Battalions and 9 Area Support Teams.
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
