Air-Conditioning Window Units Require DPW Approval

Heidelberg, GE – Army Europe personnel should check with their local Directorate of Public Works (DPW) before purchasing air-conditioning window units for use in government quarters.

Approval of the DPW is needed prior to installation of such units to insure a building’s design and electrical capacity can support the device.

Without advance approval, residents can be held liable for damages to the building.  

Once approval is received, residents should be aware they are responsible for the purchase, all installation costs to include electrical work by an approved electrician, and maintenance.  Residents are also responsible for any costs associated with removing the unit and restoring the window to its former state.

These requirements are outlined in Army Regulation 210-50.
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
