CFC Awards Ceremony Highlights 2003 Contributions
HEIDELBERG, GE – The annual Combined Federal Campaign (CFC) Awards Ceremony and Luncheon was held in the Village Pavilion Ballroom in Heidelberg, Germany, from 11:30 a.m. to 1:00 p.m., Feb. 27, 2004, to recognize the contributions of 300 Army Europe units in giving more than $2.33 million to the 2003 campaign. 

CFC is a not-for-profit organization dedicated to raising funds to support humanitarian programs around the world.  

Lt. Gen. William E. Ward, Deputy Commanding General/Chief of Staff, U.S. Army Europe and Seventh Army, and Col. E. Douglas Earle, Deputy Region Director, Installation Management Agency-Europe, presented the awards to organizations, or units within an organization, that either met or exceeded the following participation and/or giving criteria:

1) GOLD AWARDS to units achieving an average contribution of $120 per potential contributor and/or 60 percent participation.  

2) SILVER AWARDS to units achieving an average contribution of $90 per potential contributor and/or 50 percent participation.  

3) BRONZE AWARDS to units achieving an average contribution of $60 per potential contributor and/or 40 percent participation.

6th ASG in Stuttgart was recognized with a Special Merit Award, as the community showing the most improvement in 2003.

This year’s campaign from Oct. 1 through Dec. 31, 2003, showed continued strong support.  As in last year’s campaign, 40% of all potential donors in Army Europe participated with the average gift increasing from $101 in 2002 to $123 in 2003.  So while deployments to Operation Enduring Freedom and Operation Iraqi Freedom reduced the donor pool by nearly 33% from about 70,000 to 47,000, total contributions were only affected some 15%, thanks to the generosity of remaining donors.    

The CFC is the only authorized solicitation of all employees in the Federal workplace on behalf of over 1,400 charitable organizations.  The CFC goal is to give every soldier and civilian federal employee the opportunity to donate.  

Family Support and Youth Programs is the Army Europe local charity.  One hundred percent of contributions are returned to the base of origin.  FSYP designated funds from the 2003 campaign will be distributed to ASGs and BSBs in June 2004.
