HQ IMA-E Command Group Changes Underway

HEIDELBERG, GE – Headquarters, Installation Management Agency, Europe Region in Heidelberg, Germany, is saying farewell to several key staff and welcoming others this summer.

On June 19, Region Director Mr. Russ Hall presented HQ IMA-Europe Chief of Staff Ms. Debbie Zedalis with a Superior Service Award in a ceremony in the IMA-Europe Headquarters Conference Room.   Ms. Zedalis will leave at the end of June to attend the War College at Carlisle Barracks, PA.  

Hall bid farewell earlier this month to Deputy Region Director Col. Russ Santala during an awards ceremony June 6, 2003, before he also departed for the War College.  Santala was recognized for his work with a Meritious Service Medal.

Both Santala and Zedalis held their respective positions, since the activation of the IMA-Europe Region Oct. 1, 2002.  They also represent the first IMA-Europe personnel to be selected for the War College.   Col. Al Rasper, the IMA-E Engineer Chief, will serve as acting Deputy Region Director until the new deputy, Col. E. Douglas Earle, arrives later this summer from Fort Eustis, Va., where he has served as the garrison commander.  An acting Chief of Staff is yet to be named during Ms. Zedalis’ absence.

Both Santala and Zedalis had extensive experience in the European theater.  Santala worked in the office of the Headquarters, U.S. Army, Europe Deputy Chief of Staff, Personnel for several years before making the move to IMA and served as the BSB commander in Hanau prior to that.  Ms. Zedalis worked in the U.S. Army, Europe headquarters since 1988 in both the Resource Management and Personnel Offices.

Yet another new face to appear in the IMA-Europe front office this summer will be Command Sgt. Maj. Teresa King who is coming to the IMA-Europe Headquarters from 1st Transportation Movement Control Agency Headquarters in Kaiserslautern.  She had served as the senior enlisted officer there since May 2001.
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
