Short Suspense for IMA HERO Award Nominations Nears

HEIDELBERG, Germany – ASGs and BSBs have only to the end of next week – August 1st -- to nominate employees for an IMA Hero Award, a new competition announced recently by the U.S. Army Installation Management Agency to recognize its employees who have exhibited the highest standards of performance and promoted the IMA mission and vision in outstanding manner.

Military, US civilian employees, LN personnel and contractors can be nominated for notably significant accomplishments and positive contributions to the agency.  Any individual of any rank or grade, employed by, working for or assigned to IMA is eligible.  

Nomination packages were forwarded earlier this month through command channels.   Those nominations forwarded to HQ IMA-Europe by August 1st will be screened by a panel, and three packages from the field and one from the headquarters level will be forwarded to HQ IMA by August 8th.   The nomination period covers the time from IMA’s establishment, Oct. 1, 2002, through July 1, 2003.

The four nominees from each region will be invited to attend the annual Garrison Commanders Conference in San Antonio, Texas, later this year where one winner from each of IMA’s seven regions and one from HQ IMA will be recognized at a formal dinner.
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
