Kentucky Holds Special Election Feb. 17, 2004 for 6th District Congressional Representative

Wash, D.C. -- On Tuesday, Feb. 17, 2004, there will be a special election in the Kentucky 6th Congressional District to fill the seat vacated by Congressman Ernest (Ernie) Lee Fletcher who has been elected Governor. 

The 6th Congressional District consists of Anderson, Bourbon, Boyle, Clark, Estill, Fayette, Franklin, Garrard, Jessamine, and part of Lincoln, Madison, Mercer, Montgomery, Powell, Scott and Woodford counties. 

All members of the U.S. Uniformed Services, their family members and citizens residing outside the U.S. who are Kentucky residents from the 6th District and already registered with the local County Clerk may submit a request for an absentee ballot for this special election by completing and submitting a Federal Post Card Application (FPCA), SF-76.  The County Clerk must receive the request not later than Feb. 10.  The County Clerk must receive voted ballots by close of polls on election day.

Kentucky accepts the online version of the FPCA that can be found at www.fvap.gov.  Consult Chapter 3 of the 2004-05 Voting Assistance Guide for further instructions and county mailing addresses.  

All of the above citizens may submit the completed FPCA by fax using the following numbers: 1-800-368-8683, (703) 693-5527 or DSN 223-5527 (military).  Also, at www.fvap.gov there is a list of toll-free fax numbers from overseas countries for use by U.S. citizens overseas. Voters must provide a return transmission fax number on all documents sent via fax.  Consult Appendix D of the 2004-05 Voting Assistance Guide when using this method.  After faxing, the FPCA must also be submitted by mail.
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For assistance, the FVAP can be contacted through the DoD Voting Information Center (VIC). The VIC also provides recorded messages from candidates, as well as other information concerning elections, 24 hours a day. Citizens may reach the VIC toll-free from 50 countries using the toll-free telephone numbers listed on the FVAP website, www.fvap.gov.  In the U.S. or Canada, call 1-800-438-VOTE (8683) or (703) 588-1343 or use DSN (military) 425-1343 to access the VIC.
