Personnel Security Guides Coming

MANNHEIM, Germany – The Safe Neighborhood Awareness Program (SNAP) will get a boost in the near future as the Army in Europe’s Office of the Provost Marshal begins distribution of a new Personnel Security Guide that provides numerous tips for keeping personnel and communities safe.

Some 5,000 of the new pamphlets will be distributed through family readiness groups, as well as in-processing offices and other locations in the ASGs and BSBs, beginning this month.

“This is just another effort to encourage personnel to be alert to their surroundings on- and off-duty,” explained SNAP Project Officer Maj. Shawn T. Driscoll of the Provost Marshal Office.  “It is designed to increase awareness by giving specific examples of actions that can help preventive criminal activity in our communities and better insure individual safety.”

The booklet covers numerous aspects of security consciousness from vehicle inspections to clothing considerations to telephone tips.

“The guide also has a helpful ‘fill in the blank’ directory in the back,” Driscoll continued, “so that the guide can be kept around the house as a quick source of local phone numbers someone would need to report emergencies or suspicious activities.”
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
