Postal Weight Restriction Lifted for Retiree Prescription Drugs
Heidelberg, GE – As of May 21, 2003, the 16-ounce weight limit on mail retirees can receive through U.S. military post offices in theater no longer applies to prescription drugs mailed to them through the DOD Tricare Mail Order Pharmacy (TMOP) Program.

DOD granted the exception to the standard 16-ounce weight restriction for retirees overseas to allow them to take advantage of larger, more economical orders for 90-days worth of supplies. 

Postal personnel have been instructed on the new rule.  Packages of prescription drugs received from “Express Scripts, Inc. (ESI),” a new company under five-year contract to DOD as the sole supplier of prescription drugs for the TMOP, will be forwarded to the retiree addressee regardless of weight.
