R&R Program in Europe

Service Members Have Access to POVs

HEIDELBERG, GE – Service members supporting the war on terrorism who participate in the new Rest and Recuperation (R&R) Program will be able to access their privately owned vehicles (POV) in Europe.

They may take their POVs from government-controlled storage facilities provided they have reinstated their insurance, have a valid USAREUR driver’s license, and re-registered their vehicle in an operational status.  To do this, they must take the following steps:

· Contact their insurance company and obtain new proof of insurance (double white insurance cards or commercial equivalent).  

· Go to their local Vehicle Field Registration Station to re-activate their registration and obtain a new no-fee registration document and expiration decal.

· Bring the new registration document, valid USAREUR driver’s license, a copy of their R&R Leave Form (DA Form 31), and a copy of the DD Form 788 that was used to inspect the POV when it was put into POV storage site.

-- If the service member lost their valid USAREUR driver’s license, a temporary license may be obtained at their local driver’s training and testing station.

-- If the service member does not have a copy of the DD Form 788, one resides with either the Rear Detachment Commander, BSB Installation Transportation Office, or storage custodian.

      -- Transportation to the POV storage sites at Spinelli Barracks in Mannheim, Miesau 

      Army Depot or on-post storage facilities shall be coordinated with the unit; however,

      government vehicles may not be used for this purpose. 

· Conduct a joint inspection of the vehicle and a safety inspection with storage site personnel/custodian prior to the vehicle being released.  

-- Any damage to the POV that occurred while in government storage will be jointly annotated and endorsed on the DD Form 788 by both the service member and the storage custodian before the POV is released to the owner.

· Return their POVs to storage by following the procedures as when they deployed.

The POV must be generally clean, free of hazardous and pilferable items, and have no more than ¼ tank of fuel.  They will need to bring the new registration document to the POV storage site and conduct a joint inspection of the vehicle with site personnel/custodian using a new DD Form 788.  It is the unit’s responsibility to arrange transportation from the POV storage area.  Government vehicles may not be used for transport
Service members will receive briefings before departing their deployment locations and upon arrival in Central Region on safe driving practices and the effects of alcohol.  
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
