HEIDELBERG, GE -- Colonel Robert C. Rush, commander of the 26th Area Support Group, recently was presented the Ehrenkreuz der Bundeswehr in Silber (Silver Cross of Honor of the Federal Armed Forces).  

The award was presented Jan. 28 in Koblenz by Major General Peter Nagel, deputy commander of the German Army Forces Command, in the name of German defense minister Peter Struck.

The award citation read at the ceremony said that Rush, “personally committed himself with great dedication to the continuation and new establishment of partnership affiliations with U.S. units that remained in Germany. While assigned as SFOR (Stabilization Force) task force commander in Bosnia in 1997, he was eager to seek and deepen cooperation with the German component.
