Do the Paperwork in ‘03 to Vote in Early ‘04 Primaries

WASHINGTON, D.C. -- The registration and absentee ballot request deadlines are quickly approaching in states holding Presidential Preference Primaries in January and February 2004. 

Citizens who are covered by the Uniformed and Overseas Citizens Absentee Voting Act (UOCAVA) who are residents of the states below should register and request a ballot by completing and submitting a Federal Post Card Application (FPCA) to their Local Election Official before the end of 2003.

These voters should also submit a second FPCA after January 1, 2004, when all other voters need to mail a FPCA in order to receive absentee voting materials for the 2004 state primary and November General Elections.
