Established July 20, 2004, the hotline is available until Nov. 2nd to help individuals and Voting Assistance Officers with voting questions.

“Our job is to make sure that all U.S. citizens who can vote -- military and civilian -- are able to do so,” said 1st PERSCOM Voting Assistance Officer MAJ Brett Lindsey.  “This is not just a call to vote, it is an offer of voting assistance.” 

In addition to the hotline, personnel can email specific questions at USAREURVote@hq.1perscom.army.mil.  Additional voting information is also available on the 1st PERSCOM website http://www.1perscom.army.mil or through the Federal Voting Assistance Program at vote@fvap.ncr.gov and at http://www.fvap.gov.  

Some states require the absentee ballot to be in 30 days before the election; other states will allow voters to fax ballots on election day.
“Most people only have a short time to submit their registration cards to get a state absentee ballot mailed back to them in time, and each state is different,” said Lindsey.  “A lot of people are daunted by the process and don't know where to begin.  We want to help them get registered in time and make sure that their paperwork is done right so their vote counts.”
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
