FORT A.P. HILL, VIRGINIA

Fort A.P. Hill is an all-purpose, year-round, military training center located in Caroline County, Va. With 76,000 acres of land, including a 28,000-acre, live-fire range complex, A.P. Hill is one of the largest East Coast installations and is the training center nearest the National Capitol Region.

The vision - “The Best Training and Support – Anywhere!” - shared by every soldier and civilian employee of Fort A.P. drives an unparalleled commitment to customer support. 

Fort A.P. Hill serves every component of the U.S. Armed Forces, active and Reserve, and several other agencies of the U.S. government, including the Bureau of Alcohol, Tobacco and Firearms, Immigration and Naturalization Service, and State Department. The installation annually hosts between 500,000 and 800,000 mandays of training. Foreign military allies from Canada and the United Kingdom have also trained at Fort A.P. Hill in recent years. 

While one of the largest installations in terms of landmass, Fort A.P. Hill also one of the smallest in terms of permanent garrison staff, with just 184 full time civilian employees and 13 active duty soldiers currently authorized. Beginning fiscal year operating budgets average around $16 million. Balanced against its robust training customer load, Fort A.P. Hill offers fresh meaning to the term “more bang for the buck.”

Primary products and services include delivery of maneuver and live fire training services, logistics support (shelter, fuel, food and ammunition), recreational support, telecommunications and automation services, and public works services. Innovative approaches to customer support, anticipation of customer needs, and a personal touch to service result in the highest levels of customer satisfaction. 

The range complex consists of 50 direct fire ranges and 50 indirect fire ranges capable of accommodating mortar, artillery, and combined running fire, hover fire and terrain flight aerial gunnery. Computerized operation and scoring is available on many new or upgraded ranges, including an Infantry Squad Battle Course and a long-distance, multipurpose range tailored to meet needs ranging from Bradley Fighting Vehicles and Stryker Brigade Combat Teams to aviation gunnery. Fort A.P. Hill is continually adjusting its ranges and services, with its integrated, creative team of professionals often designing creative solutions to meet the pressing, dynamic needs of an Army in transformation.    
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
