DeCA OFFICIALS BEGIN KOREA-WIDE VISIT


CAMP RED CLOUD, South Korea – The Defense Commissary Agency's top civilian leader kicked off a two-week official visit to Korea with a tour of the Camp Red Cloud commissary June 26.


"We have some of our most dedicated employees in the agency working here," said Patrick B. Nixon, deputy director of DeCA.  "They provide a taste of America far from home."


Nixon, based at Fort Lee, Va., oversees the operations and business processes of the agency.  Korea is part of the Western/Pacific Region of DeCA.  The region is one of four that encompasses 280 commissaries and more than 17,000 employees.


The DeCA Western Region director, Richard Page, and his deputy, Tom Kinsey, accompanied Nixon on the tour.  Officials also met with representatives of the CRC Better Opportunities for Single and Unaccompanied Soldiers.



After an extensive tour and many questions, Nixon told the CRC commissary staff, "You have almost a perfect store here, and I know it is due to your hard work and dedication." 


Nixon will visit all commissaries on the peninsula before returning to Fort Lee.  Before departing, he told the CRC staff they set the standard for all the stores he will visit in Korea.


The CRC Commissary opened for business in November 2002.  Since then, the facility has continually surpassed projected monthly sales goals. 


"Today we sell anywhere from $225,000 to $235,000 of products per month," said Rosario San-Nicolas, store manager for the CRC commissary.


"Our folks are working hard here to provide the military's number one benefit," said Nixon.
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
