CAMP CASEY, South Korea – Area I officials rallied at the U.S. Army Health Clinic at Camp Casey June 24 to celebrate improvements made to the clinic during 18-months of hard work.  

“There were about $500,000 in facility renovations, and $100,000 in new equipment,” said Maj. Barbara Agen Ryan, the officer in charge of the clinic.  “It really made a positive impact on the care we provide to the Camp Casey community.”

The open house gave the staff an opportunity to be in the spotlight.  One by one, soldiers from each of the departments stood in front of the invited dignitaries to explain what they do.

“The soldiers told visitors about the clinic because our care is from soldiers, to soldiers,” said Agen Ryan.  “They make this clinic run everyday and inject enthusiasm in everything they do.”

The clinic’s supply staff told officials about the approximately $90,000 they had recouped through proper turn-in of excess medical supplies and equipment.  

“During the past year we did 15 turn-ins,” said Staff Sgt. Crystal Weaver, A Co., 168th Medical Battalion. “We also conducted a supply reduction program and put up new shelves in our warehouse.”

Many of the officials – commanders of Area I, Camp Casey Garrison and 302nd Forward Support Battalion – took a guided tour of the clinic after the presentations.

“Some of my battalion’s medics train here at the clinic,” said Lt. Col. Lee Hansen, 302nd FSB commander.  “I am very interested in the services this clinic offers our community and the training my medics get here.  They do a great job.”

“We wanted to show the community that this is their clinic,” said Agen Ryan.  “Although we are celebrating how far we have come today, there is still more to accomplish.”
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
