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Camp Casey Garrison Changes Hands

CAMP CASEY, South Korea – The United States Army Garrison, Camp Casey, the unit responsible for management of 12 installations in Warrior Country, changed leadership July 11 in ceremonies at Camp Casey.  The commander of Area I, Col. Jeff Christiansen, passed the guidon to Lt. Col. Stephen Murray.

"What this garrison does on a daily basis has an impact on every soldier of the 2nd Infantry Division," Christiansen said.  "This leadership change directly impacts on the division's ability to ‘fight tonight.’"

The commander of the Camp Casey enclave deals with all levels of civilian and military representatives.  The garrison is composed of U.S. soldiers, Korean Augmentation to the U.S. Army soldier, and U.S. and Korean civilian employees.  

"This requires a unique blend of management techniques,” Christiansen told the crowd.  "The Army has recognized a need for skilled leadership at the garrison level."

He told Murray, "The Army has done right in selecting you for command."

Murray comes to Korea for the first time.  His most recent assignment was as a liaison officer to the Canadian Army in Kingston, Ontario.  Murray received his commission as an infantry officer in 1983, following graduation from the U.S. Military Academy.

Murray told the formation, "I look forward to supporting, sustaining and defending in Warrior Country with you."

Christiansen praised outgoing commander, Lt. Col. Scott Levin, for setting the tone of teamwork between supported unit and base support operations.  He said, "What you see at Camp Casey is a variety of improvements that will have lasting impact for the soldiers assigned."

Levin moves to Yongsan after two-years as garrison commander.  He will be the deputy commander of the 501st Military Intelligence Brigade.
