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ARMY CELEBRATES 228TH BIRTHDAY


CAMP CASEY – Troops from Camp Casey celebrated the U.S. Army's 228th birthday with a strong four-mile run June 13. 


The detachment of U.S. soldiers and Korean Augmentees to the U.S. Army followed the run with a speech from the garrison commander, Lt. Col. Scott Levin, a reading of the creed of the noncommissioned officer, the singing of the Army song, and the cutting of a birthday cake.


"Whether you joined for one tour to get money for college, or you joined for professional reasons, you are part of a great organization," said Levin.


The U.S. Army was born in 1775 in the troubled days before the American Revolution.  Levin told the soldiers that each generation of Americans has a challenge to overcome.


"The whole world looks at this Army as the greatest army," said Levin.  "Your challenge is to be a soldier in the 21st century.  That means adapting to fight an enemy that doesn't want to fight one-on-one."


Levin said terrorism is not going away, and that today's Army needs to evolve to face the new situation.

"This morning was a great insight for my soldiers," said Capt. Torain Patrick, commander of Headquarters and Headquarters Detachment, U.S. Army Garrison, Camp Casey.  "Today's run and ceremony was a great morale booster.  We ran with the garrison commander, sang cadence and celebrated the Army's birthday with style."


Patrick said many new soldiers don't know about the Army's history.  "Events like this really open their eyes.  It shows we have respect for the institution," he said.  "It is also a way to remember those soldiers who have served past and present."
