“Our top items are gifts that are unique and offer some usefulness to the recipient, whether it be something like a pen that has an everyday use, or a sword that is used as a decoration.  We’ve tried to develop some products that wouldn’t just sit on a shelf and get dusty,” Epperson said.

To meet the customers’ needs in the sports sector, the shop has expanded their line to include trophies of all sizes and shapes, Epperson said.  “Trophies are a standard prize for winning a sports competition, and they always will be.  We tried to find some uniquely shaped styles.”

 Trophies crafted with metal, plastic, or wood accessories can be assembled and personalized for almost every sporting event.  Customers can also select from a wide assortment of custom-built trophies.    

 Personalized gifts are the newest trend in gift giving and awards, Epperson said.  The MWR Trophy Shop is continually expanding its selection, always seeking more options for its customers.
