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Facility of month award kicks off

CAMP JACKSON, South Korea – With a promise to raise standards throughout Uijeongbu military installations, the Camp Red Cloud Garrison commander, Lt. Col. Brian Vines, kicked off a new award for facility of the month at Camp Jackson, July 16.

"The garrison is starting a new initiative," Vines said.  "We will highlight the maintenance, appearance and cleanliness of our facilities."

Vines said the new recognition program is part of the garrison's vision to provide outstanding service to the Uijeongbu military community.

Four facilities won the first series of awards:

"It is not just a process of just selecting one facility from each camp," Vines said.  "We have criteria that ensure only the best facilities are chosen each month."

The directorate of public works provides a list of nominees to the garrison staff.  Inspectors grade nominees from two perspectives: buildings and grounds, and fire and safety.

"We hope this award will become a bullet for the evaluation of the people responsible for making their facility look, work and be safe above all the other facilities," Vines said.

In addition to a sign posted in a prominent location outside the building during the month of their selection, the winners of the facility of the month awards receive framed certificates for permanent display.
