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Warrior firefighters respond to local call

CAMP RED CLOUD, South Korea — Camp Red Cloud firefighters responded to a fire Aug. 11 at a local Korean leather factory near the Royal Country Club in Yangju County about 8 miles northeast of Uijeongbu.

"This is part of the mutual firefighting agreement we have with local fire departments," said Fire Chief John Cook, CRC garrison safety and disaster preparedness officer.  "We dispatched two fire engines and our assistant fire chief."

Cook said they received the request for assistance at 11:32 a.m. Aug. 11.  The firefighters arrived on the scene 24 minutes later.  

"The crews found a large fuel-fed fire in progress," Cook said.  "Local firefighters were using water to fight the fire."

CRC crews assisted by using 30-gallons of special firefighting foam and 2,500-gallons of water.  The fire was under control by 12:22 p.m.

Cook said one of the factory buildings was destroyed, but CRC firefighters prevented the fire from spreading to another building.

"We want the Korean firefighters to know we are good neighbors, and whenever possible we want to mutually support each other, he said."

Cook stressed there was no damage or injury to U.S. Army personnel or equipment.
