COL Thomas W. Williams graduated from the United States Military Academy at West Point in 1979. He earned a Bachelor's of Science in Engineering and was commissioned as an Air Defense Artillery officer. His assignments include Assault and Base Platoon Leader, A Battery, 3rd Battalion, 7th Air Defense Artillery Hawk (ADA) (Triad), Schweinfurt, Germany, 1980-83. He also served as the Base Platoon Leader, Maintenance Platoon Leader and Executive Officer of the same battery.
