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Dining Facility upgraded for better service

CAMP ZAMA, JAPAN – The Camp Zama Dining Facility is undergoing partial renovation from now through Aug. 8 to upgrade the serving line from steam to electric and to install new floor tiles. 

The current steam line has been in use for more than 15 years, and the electric line will offer better and safer service, according to Sgt. 1st Class Nettia Lawrence, dining facility manager. The project to renovate the dining facility began a year ago but was delayed as they waited for parts to come in. 

“We want to modernize our facility,” said Lawrence. 

During the construction, the dining facility’s service operating hours will remain the same. However, its procedures will be a little different. 

“This is only temporary for five weeks for a new serving line, which is like a buffet style. Instead of soldiers serving, everybody will serve themselves,” said Lawrence. During the construction period, the main line for all meals will be a self-serve hot bar. One salad bar will remain as a cold bar for salads. 

“We try to keep a pleasant environment for everyone to come in to enjoy our meal,” said Lawrence. “We keep a little bit of the old military tradition, but we are looking more toward the future.” 

     This is just a beginning to improve the dining facility, added Lawrence. After changing the serving line, the next targeted change will be the interior decoration of the dining facility.
