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Fort Belvoir, Va. April 22, 2005 — Construction on Fort Belvoir’s newest neighborhood will end this summer, allowing more families to settle into the first community built under the United States Army’s privatized housing initiative on post. 
Herryford Village is just a few homes shy of meeting its completion date in July. Construction on the neighborhood began in January 2004, only going vertical late last summer. 
This past January, tenants began to move into the first row of finished homes off of Gunston Road. 
The village is an assortment of 171 town houses and single-family homes open to junior enlisted Soldiers and their families. 
Located on the corner of 12th Street and Gunston Road, Herryford includes a set of Army and Air Force Exchange Service buildings that will carry retail shops. 
The final set of townhomes still under construction is located above the shops, giving the community a mix of a suburban and metropolitan feel. 
“Those will be the last pieces to the puzzle,” said FBRC development associate Troy Balkema. 
There is no date on when the retail shops will open, since the owners are responsible for the interior construction. 
“They’ll want to come in and customize the store to look like what they want it to look like,” Balkema said. 
Herryford will also be the site of the Fort Belvoir Residential Communities, L.L.C. Welcome Center. 
“The new area is in a central location,” said Balkema, “so, when people come on post they see it right away.” 
Next door to Herryford, is Vernondale Village, which will house more senior noncommissioned officers. 
The first blocks of homes have already been erected, and FBRC expects to begin turning over units by June, according to Balkema. 
The village has 161 units, ranging in three-bedroom town houses to single family homes with four bedrooms and a den. 
The old site of Lewis Heights Village, the first community to be demolished last year, will become Lewis Village. 
“The homes were in very substandard condition,” Balkema said of Lewis Heights. “Instead of spending money to upgrade or make them livable, the decision was made to tear the neighborhood down and build a new one.” 
Lewis Village will be a mix of junior and senior enlisted housing. Construction on the neighborhood began last fall, and builders are currently installing electricity and plumbing. 
Families are expected to start moving in at the end of the year, according to Balkema. 
Cedar Grove Village, located south of the Barden Education Center, will be the first residential community reserved for officers with some homes designated for senior enlisted Soldiers. 
Construction on the neighborhood is expected to begin in July. 
The new villages will have homes that are built on smaller lots, mimicking the structural organization of the more modern civilian neighborhoods. 
Land is a premium in this part of the country, said Clark Pinnacle project director, Chris Guidi. 
“We wanted to be good stewards of the land and use it efficiently,” he said. 
Mail kiosks and playgrounds will be located at the center of each village, creating a communal space where neighbors can convene. 
“That encourages people to congregate on the same area, which helps encourage a feel of community,” said Guidi. 
“It makes it a more interesting and fun place to be to play and to relax, that is our philosophy throughout our neighborhoods.” 
As far as the reconstruction of current villages to make room for new communities, George Washington Village is the next neighborhood to be torn down this summer. 
2006 will see the demolition of Rossel, Jadwin, Colyer and Park villages, with the exception of a few homes in the Park and Jadwin communities that will undergo renovations instead. 
Fairfax Village is slated for demolition the following year. 
Belvoir Village will only be renovated in the near future. 
There are no specific plans for Gerber and Dogue Creek residences since the Army refurbished those homes in recent years. 
They will both be demolished eventually, according to Guidi, with Gerber being torn down in five years, and Dogue Creek after about a dozen years. 
The status of Woodlawn Village is yet to be determined.
